in neighborhoods that need us the most, in order to have the 
greatest impact.

Our goal is to deliver programs that create happy and healthy children today, while building a 
foundation of success for tomorrow - impact for a better future. This begins with providing a safe 
environment that keeps kids engaged, active and happy during out of school time. Research shows, 
during periods of idleness and boredom, kids are vulnerable to peer pressure, violence and other 
risky activities. These risks are even greater for children from disadvantaged circumstances. We 
minimize those risks by engaging young people in activities with positive adult role models and 
peers, enabling them to learn powerful life skills.
